Dear Parents/Guardians, 

 

We have planned a visit to the Arbeia Roman Fort and Museum in connection 

with our Y4 History topic.  This is a World Heritage Site with a special place in 

the history of Hadrian’s Wall. The children will participate in a workshop 

relating to the Romans called Time Quest, which will provide the children with a 

valuable opportunity to engage in some hands on archaeological investigations. 

Some of the trip is outdoors so a waterproof coat is recommended in case the 

weather is unkind to us. The children will be expected to wear school uniform, 

however they may wear alternative appropriate footwear.   

 

The children will leave at 9am and return to school at approximately 3.15pm.  

The children require a packed lunch with a drink, however if your child has a 

school dinner, a packed lunch will be provided by our school cook. 

 

We request a voluntary contribution of £3.50 per child, to contribute towards 

entry and workshops.  The cost of the transport has been subsidised from 

school funds.  Unfortunately if we do not receive enough voluntary contributions 

then we may have to cancel the trip.
